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Data for 2007 and 2008 are scheduled increases for
_ contracts already settled through these years.
2007 Bargaining Activity

The number of contracts expiring in 2007 will be close to the number of most
recent years. Regional differences are not that pronounced, but it will be
especially active in the south central and northwest regions, while New England
will be quiet. Bargaining will cover about 400,000 workers.

Scheduled Future Increases

As a large number of contracts will not be renegotiated in 2007, the increases for
these agreements are already determined. These known increases indicate that
the escalation level of 2006 is likely to continue in 2007 and 2008. For 2007 rates
for these contracts will increase 4.3 percent and for 2008 they will be up 4.2 -
percent. These are increases of about $1.85. More than two-thirds of the future
increases in both years are between 3.0 and 4.9 percent.

Regionally, 2007 increases are within a narrow range. All are within one
percentage point of the national average. The average increase in four regions
is between 4.3 and 4.6 percent. For the regions with known 2008 increases, ali
regions are also within one percentage point of the United States average.
